You gave Me | have given them, that they may be one just as We are one: I in them,
and You in Me; that they may be made perfect in one, and that the world may know that
You have sent Me, and have loved them as You have loved Me.

“Father, | desire that they also whom You gave Me may be with Me where | am, that
they may behold My glory which You have given Me; for You loved Me before the
foundation of the world. @O righteous Father! The world has not known You, but |

Love Your Neighbor

Owe no one anything except to love one another, for he who loves another has
fulfilled the law.

If you endure chastening, God deals with you as with sons; for what son is there
whom a father does not chasten? But if you are without chastening, of which all have
become partakers, then you are illegitimate and not sons. 9 Furthermore, we have had
human fathers who corrected us, and we paid them respect. Shall we not much more
readily be in subjection to the Father of spirits and live? 10 For they indeed for a few
days chastened us as seemed best to them, but He for our profit, that we may be
partakers of His holiness. ENOW no chastening seems to be joyful for the present, but
painful; nevertheless, afterward it yields the peaceable fruit of righteousness to those
who have been trained by it.

Let brotherly love continue.

Blessed is the man who endures temptation: for when he has been approved. he will

receive the crown of life which the Lord has promised to those who love Him.
Listen, my beloved brethren: Has God not chosen the poor of this world to be rich in faith

and heirs of the kingdom which He promised to those who love Him?

.In this you greatly rejoice, though now for a little while, if need be, you have been
grieved by various trials, .that the genuineness of your faith, being much more
precious than gold that perishes, though it is tested by fire, may be found to praise,
honor, and glory at the revelation of Jesus Christ, .whom having not seen you love.

Though now you do not see Him. vet believing. you rejoice with joy inexpressible and full
of glory, .receiving the end of your faith—the salvation of your souls.

Since you have purified your souls in obeying the truth through the Spirit in sincere love
of the brethren, love one another fervently with a pure heart

Finally, all of you be of one mind, having compassion for one another; love as brothers,
be tenderhearted, be courteous

And above all things have fervent love for one another, for “love will cover a multitude of
sins.”

But also for this very reason, giving all diligence, add to your faith virtue, to virtue
knowledge, Elto knowledge self-control, to self-control perseverance, to perseverance
godliness, .to godliness brotherly kindness, and to brotherly kindness love.
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.But whoever keeps His word, truly the love of God is perfected in him. By this we
know that we are in Him.

He who loves his brother abides in the light, and there is no cause for stumbling in him.
Do not love the world or the things in the world. If anyone loves the world, the love of the
Father is not in him.

-In this the children of God and the children of the devil are manifest: Whoever does
not practice righteousness is not of God, nor is he who does not love his brother. 11 For
this is the message that you heard from the beginning, that we should love one another
We know that we have passed from death to life, because we love the brethren. He
who does not love his brother abides in death.

16 By this we know love, because He laid down His life for us. And we also ought to lay
down our lives for the brethren. 17 But whoever has this world’s goods, and sees his
brother in need, and shuts up his heart from him, how does the love of God abide in
him?

My little children, let us not love in word or in tongue, but in deed and in truth.
-And this is His commandment: that we should believe on the name of His Son Jesus
Christ and love one another, as He gave us commandment.

Knowing God Through Love

7 IBeloved, let us love one another, for love is of God; and everyone who loves is born of
God and knows God. |8 |[He who does not love does not know God, for God is love. 9 In
this the love of God was manifested toward us, that God has sent His only begotten Son
into the world, that we might live through Him.mln this is love, not that we loved God,
but that He loved us and sent His Son to be the propitiation for our sins. EBeloved, if
God so loved us, we also ought to love one another.

Seeing God Through Love

No one has seen God at any time. |f we love one another, God abides in us, and His

love has been perfected in us. @By this we know that we abide in Him, and He in us,
because He has given us of His Spirit. 14 And we have seen and testify that the Father
has sent the Son as Savior of the world. |15 |Whoever confesses that Jesus is the Son of
God, God abides in him, and he in God. And we have known and believed the love
that God has for us. God is love, and he who abides in love abides in God, and God in
him.

The Consummation of Love

17 Love has been perfected among us in this: that we may have boldness in the day of
judgment; because as He is, so are we in this world. 18 There is no fear in love; but
perfect love casts out fear, because fear involves torment. But he who fears has not
been made perfect in love. .We love Him because He first loved us.

20 |If someone says. “l love God.” and hates his brother. he is a liar; for he who does not
love his brother whom he has seen, how can he love God whom he has not seen?

-A nd this commandment we have from Him: that he who loves God must love his
brother also.
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5:1-5 .Whoever believes that Jesus is the Christ is born of God, and everyone who loves
Him who begot also loves him who is begotten of Him. .By this we know that we love
the children of God, when we love God and keep His commandments. lFor this is the
love of God, that we keep His commandments. And His commandments are not
burdensome. .For whatever is born of God overcomes the world. And this is the victory

that has overcome the world—our faith. 5 Who is he who overcomes the world, but he
who believes that Jesus is the Son of God?
