STATEMENT OF FAITH 

WE BELIEVE: 

God is one who exists in a Trinity of God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Spirit, (II Cor. 13:14) 

Jesus Christ is the Son of God, He was born of a virgin, crucified, died and was buried.  After three days 
He was resurrected from the dead and appeared to over 500 witnesses.  After 40 days He ascended into 
heaven and is alive to this day. (I Cor. 15:1-6) 

Salvation is by the grace of God through faith in Jesus Christ available to all by His blood and His 
redemptive work on the cross.  Salvation occurs at the moment a person receives and accepts Jesus into 
their heart and life as their personal Lord and Savior with a confession of faith. (Rom 10:8-13:Eph. 2:8, 9; 
John 3:16) 

The Holy Scriptures from Genesis to Revelation is the authoritative word of God, without error, and 
inspired by the Holy Spirit of God.  It is living active and eternal.  We accept it as our infallible guide in 
matters pertaining to conduct and doctrine .  (II Tim. 3:16; I Thess. 2:13) 

The Holy Spirit is a Person, and His fruit, gifts and ministries are present and fully operational in His 
church today.  (I Cor. 2:4, 5, 12, 14; Heb. 13:8) 

That worship unto God should be a free and total form of expressing thanksgiving, blessing, honor, 
glory, praise and joy.  Worship is filled with the life of God, balanced with reverence and order, and 
demonstrated by singing, dancing, clapping of hands, singing in the spirit and other forms of Spirit-led 
worship.  (II Cor. 3;17; Col. 3:16; Psa. 149:3; Psa. 150:1-6; II Sam 6:14; I Tim 2:8; Psa. 68:24-25; I Cor. 
14:15) 

Water Baptism by immersion for those who believe in the Lord Jesus Christ as their personal Savior, 
confesses Him as their Lord and are repentant before Him.  It is a sign of the Christian’s identification 
with Christ in His death, burial and resurrection.  (Acts 2:38; Rom. 6:3-11; Rom. 10:9-10, I Pet. 3:18-21; 
Col. 2:9-12) 

The Lord’s table (Communion) is mandated by scripture and is practiced by the church regularly.  (I Cor.
